Sunday of Divine Mercy

GROW AS A DISCIPLE | PrAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

“I'll believe it when | see it.” We've all said this at some point,
usually in response to hearing about someone unreliable doing
something out of character. St. Thomas had the same reaction
in today’'s Gospel when he wasn’'t there when the other disci-
ples saw Christ for the first time since he rose from his tomb

= "Unless | see the mark of the nails in his hands and put my
finger into the nailmarks and put my hand inte his side, | will

not believe.” Although Jesus helped Thomas with his unbelief,
he blesses those who have not seen, but believe. Have any of us
seen the nail marks in Christ’s hands and feet, or the wound in
his side? Do we see Christ’'s body and blood on the altar, or do
we see only the gifts of bread and wine? Christ comes to us in
ways we can understand initially - parables, bread and wine, the
face of people we meet throughout our daily lives - but our faith
in what we have not seen, in the great mystery of our salvation,
is what makes us Christian.

GO EVANGELIZE

PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

In today’s first reading, we hear reports of the lives of the first
disciples soon after Pentecost: communal living, breaking bread
together, prayer, selling of their property and possessions and
redistributing among themselves according to individual needs.
To our ears today, this idyllic community living seems almost
incredible. Yet these first disciples were infused with the Holy
Spirit, who enabled them to proclaim the Gospel and think of
others before themselves, As Christ's disciples today, how are
we behaving toward one another? If we truly are among those
who have not seen and yet believe, let's act in full confidence.
As we heard in the second reading, our faith is “more preciocus
than gold that is perishable even though tested by fire.” We cer-
tainly aren’t perfect, and our faith at times can be sorely tested,
and yet this is our call: to share this faith by doing good works in
Christ’s name to make disciples and build the kingdom of God.

INVITATION People often see Christ through the words and
actions of others. This week, actively seek out opportunities to
be the hands of Christ. What opportunities does your commu-

nity have to practice corporal works of mercy?

Baptism Part 1

In the liturgy of the Easter Vigil, we witness, with great joy, the church fulfilling her mission to
evangelize and bring people to Christ. This begins with the Sacrament of Baptism, the first of the
Sacraments of Initiation.

All four Gospels record Jesus’ baptism. This shows us how important Baptism is. Jesus, of course,
did not need to be baptized; he is God. So why did He allow himself to be baptized by John the Baptist?
John himself also wondered this, saying to Jesus, "I need to be baptized by you, and do you come to
me?” (Mt 3:14) John’s baptisms were not sacramental. They were ritual washings. Jesus answers him, “Let
it be so for now; for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.” (Mt 3:15). Jesus submits to the ritual
washing to identify with sinners and to obey the Father’s will. When Jesus comes out of the water, John
sees the Spirit descending on Jesus and hears from heaven, “This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well
pleased.” (Mt 3:17). The Spirit coming down on Jesus transforms the ritual washing from John into the
sacrament of Baptism.

In John’s Gospel, Jesus is meeting with the Pharisee Nicodemus. He tells him, “Unless one is born of
water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God.” (Jn 3:5). This is just what John the Baptist
witnessed, water and Spirit. The Council of Trent, in 1547, declared that this verse from the Gospel of John
refers to Baptism. Water is no mere metaphor but a visible sign of the Spirit’s invisible work in the
sacrament. Sacraments, after all, are visible signs of hidden realities instituted by Christ and entrusted to
the Church.

Bautismo Parte 1

Esto nos muestra lo importante que es el
Bautismo. Jesus, por supuesto, no necesitaba ser bautizado; El es Dios. Entonces, ¢por qué se dejo bautizar
por Juan el Bautista? EI mismo Juan también se lo preguntaba, diciendo a Jesus: "Yo necesito ser bautizado
por ti, &y tu vienes a mi?". (Mt 3,14) Los bautismos de Juan no eran sacramentales. Eran lavados rituales.
Jesus le responde: "Que asi sea por ahora; porque asi conviene que cumplamos toda justicia". (Mt 3,15).
Jesus se somete al lavado ritual para identificarse con los pecadores y obedecer la voluntad del Padre.
Cuando Jesus sale del agua, Juan ve descender al Espiritu sobre Jesus y oye desde el cielo: "Este es mi Hijo
amado, en quien tengo complacencia." (Mt 3,17). El Espiritu que desciende sobre Jesus transforma el
lavado ritual de Juan en el sacramento del Bautismo.

En el Evangelio de Juan, Jesus se encuentra con el fariseo Nicodemo. Le dice: "El que no nazca del
agua y del Espiritu no puede entrar en el Reino de Dios". (Jn 3,5). Esto es justamente lo que Juan el
Bautista atestiguo, el agua y el Espiritu. El Concilio de Trento, en 1547, declaré que este verso del
Evangelio de Juan se refiere al Bautismo. El agua no es una mera metafora, sino un signo visible de la obra
invisible del Espiritu en el sacramento. Al fin y al cabo, los sacramentos son signos visibles de realidades
ocultas instituidas por Cristo y confiadas a la Iglesia. 9
