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Prayer and Fasting – Part 1 
 

 Perhaps you are thinking, why have a series on prayer and fasting now? Lent has just recently 

passed, and we have a long way to go until it returns. While fasting is typically associated with the season 

of Lent, we are not limited to practicing it only then. Now that the Easter season has ended, we can practice 

fasting and prayer.  

 

 Fasting in the Church is a discipline. Like other disciplines, it has changed over time. Dogma is 

unchangeable; disciplines like fasting may change. As mentioned last week, the Church currently legislates 

fasting only on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.  

 

 Fasting has been part of the Church since the beginning. In the Apostolic age, there were two 

primary fasting periods: the Lenten Fast and the weekly devotion fast. The Lenten Fast was practiced by 

catechumens preparing for their Baptism, with a fast for all the faithful observed only during Holy Week. 

Soon, however, the baptized began to join the catechumens in fasting on the days before Easter. The 

duration of these fasts varied between churches. Some lasted several days, others just one specific day. 

Some churches observed a 40-hour fast in honor of the Lord’s time spent in the tomb. By the fourth 

century, the fast became forty days in most places. 

  

 Next week we will look at the weekly devotion fast in the early Church. 

 

  
Oración y Ayuno - Parte 1 

 
 
 Tal vez usted esté pensando, ¿por qué tener una serie sobre la oración y el ayuno ahora? La 

Cuaresma acaba de pasar, y nos queda un largo camino por recorrer hasta que vuelva. Aunque el ayuno se 

asocia típicamente con el tiempo de Cuaresma, no estamos limitados a practicarlo sólo entonces. Ahora que 

el tiempo de Pascua ha terminado, podemos practicar el ayuno y la oración.  

 

 El ayuno en la Iglesia es una disciplina. Como otras disciplinas, ha cambiado con el tiempo. El dogma 

es inmutable; disciplinas como el ayuno pueden cambiar. Como se mencionó la semana pasada, 

actualmente la Iglesia sólo legisla el ayuno el Miércoles de Ceniza y el Viernes Santo.  

 

 El ayuno ha formado parte de la Iglesia desde el principio. En la era apostólica, había dos períodos 

principales de ayuno: el ayuno de Cuaresma y el ayuno semanal de devoción. El ayuno cuaresmal era 

practicado por los catecúmenos que se preparaban para el Bautismo, con un ayuno para todos los fieles 

observado sólo durante la Semana Santa. Pronto, sin embargo, los bautizados comenzaron a unirse a los 

catecúmenos en el ayuno de los días previos a la Pascua. La duración de estos ayunos variaba según las 

iglesias. Algunos duraban varios días, otros sólo un día concreto. Algunas iglesias observaban un ayuno de 

40 horas en honor al tiempo que el Señor pasó en el sepulcro. Hacia el siglo IV, el ayuno pasó a ser de 

cuarenta días en la mayoría de los lugares. 

 

La próxima semana analizaremos el ayuno semanal de devoción en e comienzo de la Iglesia.
