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Dear families of the Immaculate Heart of Mary,

Separation, isolation, and hostility are terrible things. We are, sadly,
too familiar with all of them in our modern life, whether we look at world
events or events in our own neighborhoods and families. All three
readings today refer to these same sad human conditions.

The prophet Jeremiah describes world conditions as if the people of
his time were sheep who had been scattered by poor leadership and
corrupt shepherds. But “the days are coming,” he assures us (Jeremiah
23:5), when a new shepherd, a just king, will come. We meet that king
in the second reading and the Gospel. Paul reminds us in the Letter to
the Ephesians that all divisions can now cease in Christ Jesus, who has
brought us together through his blood. In Mark’s Gospel we see Jesus
himself, looking with pity on those searching for him as if they were
sheep without a shepherd.

Many, in fact probably all at IHM, felt like lost sheep when we could
not attend Mass inside for months. Thanks to our shepherds, our Priests,
Deacons and Religious Sisters who led us through the pandemic and
back together as a community, parishioners with shepherds to lead us
together and come back home to where we belong and feast at the
table of our Lord.

Muchos, de hecho probablemente todos en IHM, se sintieron como
ovejas perdidas cuando no pudimos asistir a misa en el interior de la
Iglesia durante meses. Gracias a nuestros pastores, nuestros
Sacerdotes, Diaconos y Hermanas Religiosas que nos guiaron a través
dela pandemia y de vuelta juntos como comunidad, feligreses con
pastores para guiarnos juntos y volver a casa a donde pertenecemos y
festejar en la mesa de nuestro Sefior.

Saint Mary Magdalene’s Story

Except for the mother of Jesus, few women are more
honored in the Bible than Mary Magdalene. Yet she could
well be the patron of the slandered, since there has been a
persistent legend in the Church that she is the unnamed
sinful woman who anointed the feet of Jesus in
Luke 7:36-50.

Most Scripture scholars today point out that there is no
scriptural basis for confusing the two women. Mary
Magdalene, that is, “of Magdala,” was the one from whom
Christ cast out “seven demons” (Luke 8:2)—an indication at
the worst, of extreme demonic possession or possibly,
severe illness.

Writing in the New Catholic Commentary, Father Wilfrid
J. Harrington, O.P., says that “seven demons” “does not
mean that Mary had lived an immoral life—a conclusion
reached only by means of a mistaken identification with the
anonymous woman of Luke 7:36.” In the Jerome Biblical
Commentary, Father Edward Mally, S.J., agrees that she “is
not...the same as the sinner of Luke 7:37, despite the later
Western romantic tradition about her.”

Mary Magdalene was one of the many “who were
assisting them [Jesus and the Twelve] out of their means.”
She was one of those who stood by the cross of Jesus with
his mother. And, of all the “official” witnesses who might
have been chosen for the first awareness of the
Resurrection, she was the one to whom that privilege was
given. She is known as the “Apostle to the Apostles.”

Reflection

Mary Magdalene has been a victim of mistaken identity
for almost 20 centuries. Yet she would no doubt insist that
it makes no difference. We are all sinners in need of the
saving power of God, whether our sins have been lurid or
not. More importantly, we are all “unofficial” witnesses of
the Resurrection.
