Saints- St. Pope John XXIII, October 11 
 

 Pope John XXIII was born Angelo Giuseppe Roncalli in 1881 in the Lombardy region of Italy. He was 
one of 13 children born to his parents. He went to seminary, received a doctorate in canon law, and was 
ordained to the priesthood in 1904. He served in various roles, eventually being named a cardinal and 
Patriarch of Venice in 1952.  
 
 In the 1958 conclave, after 11 ballots, he was elected to the papacy to succeed Pope Pius XII. He 
was 76 years old. When he called the Second Vatican Council, he defied the expectations of many who 
thought he would be a caretaker pope. He died in 1963. 
 
 There is a beautiful prayer Pope John XXIII prayed to Mary:  
O Mary, help me to keep my purpose of living as a faithful disciple of Jesus, for the building up of the 
Christian society and the joy of the holy Catholic Church. I greet you, Mother, morning and evening; I pray 
to you as I go on my way; from you I hope for the inspiration and encouragement that will enable me to 
fulfill the sacred promises of my earthy vocation, give glory to God, and win eternal salvation. O, Mary! Like 
you in Bethlehem and Golgotha, I too wish to stay always close to Jesus. He is the eternal King of all ages 
and all peoples. Amen.

Santos- San Juan XXIII, 11 de octubre 
 
 El Papa Juan XXIII nació como Angelo Giuseppe Roncalli en 1881 en la región italiana de Lombardía. 
Era uno de los trece hijos de sus padres. Fue al seminario, se doctoró en Derecho Canónico y fue ordenado 
sacerdote en 1904. Desempeñó diversas funciones, y en 1952 fue nombrado cardenal y Patriarca de 
Venecia.  
 
 En el cónclave de 1958, tras 11 votaciones, fue elegido Papa para suceder a Pío XII. Tenía 76 años. 
Cuando convocó el Concilio Vaticano II, desafió las expectativas de muchos que pensaban que sería un Papa 
provisional. Murió en 1963. 
 
 Hay una hermosa oración que el Papa Juan XXIII rezó a María:  
Oh María, ayúdame a mantener mi propósito de vivir como fiel discípulo de Jesús, para la edificación de la 
sociedad cristiana y la alegría de la santa Iglesia católica. Te saludo, Madre, por la mañana y por la noche; 
te ruego al seguir mi camino; de ti espero la inspiración y el aliento que me permitirán cumplir las sagradas 
promesas de mi vocación terrenal, dar gloria a Dios y ganar la salvación eterna. ¡Oh, María!
